ULTIMATE CHALLENGE SERIES BELT AND ULTIMATE 
DOMINATOR ELIGIBILITY RULES 

  
Ultimate Challenge Series Belts: 

 
Ultimate Challenge Series Belts will be awarded to the top three (3) point earners per division. In order to be fair to all competitors 
who may not be able to wrestle in every Ultimate Challenge Series event, final points will be based on each competitors *TOP FIVE 
(5)* events.  
 
If there is a tie in points between competitors, then the following tie-breaker criteria will be used: 
 

1. The wrestler with the most first place finishes 
2. The wrestler with the most second place finishes 
3. The wrestler with the most third place finishes 
4. The wrestler with the highest finish at the 2010 ASICS USAW Folkstyle National Championships 

 
If a tie still exists after the four (4) criteria are applied, then all wrestlers involved in the tie will receive an Ultimate Challenge Series 
Belt. 
 

Ultimate Dominator: 
 
The title of Ultimate Dominator is awarded to one (1) individual who amasses the most points for the year, regardless of division. The 
Ultimate Dominator will be chosen based on each competitor’s *TOP FIVE (5)* events. If a tie exists, then the same tie-breaking 
criteria used for the Ultimate Challenge Series Belts will be used to determine the Ultimate Dominator.  
 
If a tie still exists after the four (4) criteria are applied, then all wrestlers involved in the tie will receive the title of Ultimate 
Dominator.
