


MEDICAL INFORMATION:  Athletes must be present in a COMPETITION 
SINGLET and must submit to a skin disease screening prior to weigh-in.  
The chief medical officer has full authority without appeal in determining 
the eligibility of an athlete to compete. In the event of injury or illness, no 
contestant will be permitted to continue the competition without approval 
of the Chief Medical Officer, whose decision is final and not subject to 
appeal.

ELIGIBILITY:  All athletes and coaches must present proof of current 
USA Wrestling Membership Card at registration. To purchase a USAW 
Wrestling Membership Card, go to www.themat.com, click on “Member-
ship” and follow the instructions.  Alternatively, Membership Cards must 
be acquired from the State Chairperson or State Membership Director of 
the contestant’s state of residence.  Secondary sports accident insurance 
is provided as a benefit of membership.

KIDS REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS (Midget, Novice & Schoolboy/
girl):  ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST reside in a Southern Plains Region 
state (as listed in this flyer) to participate in the Kids freestyle and/or 
Greco-Roman regional tournament.  ***All Midget, Novice and Schoolboy/
girl wrestlers participating in the freestyle and Greco-Roman regional 
tournament qualify for the ASICS Kids Freestyle & Greco-Roman National 
Championships in Salt Lake City; July 2—July 5, 2008.  This tournament 
is not a qualifier for Bantams.

CADET & JUNIOR REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS:  BOTH DIVISIONS 
are open to ALL wrestlers that meet the necessary age requirements.  
Top three place winners at this event qualify for your state’s Accelerade 
Cadet & ASICS/Vaughan Junior National Championship (in Fargo, ND; 
July 19—26, 2008) teams above the state limit (in the age division in 
which you qualify).  Athletes must still adhere to all state policies and you 
qualify in the style in which you place.

JUNIOR DIVISION:  Athletes shall be considered eligible to compete 
in Junior Division competitions if he/she is currently attending high 
school, or participating in a program considered by the State’s Depart-
ment of Education to be fulfilling the athlete’s requirements for gradu-
ation from an accredited high school program, or if a summer event, 
attended high school, or participated in a program considered by the 
State’s Department of Education to be fulfilling the athlete’s require-
ments for graduation from an accredited high school program the 
“Spring” semester just prior to the summer event.  In addition, the ath-
lete has only four consecutive years to compete in the Junior Division 
once his/her class begins the ninth grade.

Bantam: (Born 2000-2001) Weight classes to be 
determined after weigh-ins.

Midget: (Born 1998-1999) 50, 55, 60, 65, 70, 75, 80, 
87, 95, 103, 112, 120, 120+ [20 LB Maximum Difference]

Novice: (Born 1996-1997) 60, 65, 70, 75, 80, 85, 90, 
95, 100, 105, 112, 120, 130, 140, 140+ [25 LB Maximum 
Difference]

Schoolboy/girl: (Born 1994-1995) 70, 77, 84, 91, 98, 
105, 112, 120, 128, 136, 144, 152, 160, 175, 190, 210, 235

Cadet: (Born 1992-1993) 84, 91, 98, 105, 112, 119, 125, 
130, 135, 140, 145, 152, 160, 171, 189, 215, 285

Junior Men: (Born September 1, 1988 and after 
plus currently enrolled in grades 9-12) 98, 105, 112,

Junior Women: (Born September 1, 1988 and

Girls’ Festival: Weight classes to be determined after 
weigh-ins.

ENTRY:  All athletes MUST register online at www.themat.com by 1:00 
PM (CST), Friday, June 6th, 2008, or will be subjected to a $10 late fee 
(per style).  No payment will be due during pre-registration.  The OF-
FICIAL MEDICAL & WAIVER FORMS (available at www.themat.com) 
must be accurately completed and filed at registration.  Entry fee is $30 for 
one style if registering online by 1:00 PM (CST), Friday, June 6th, 2008, 
or $40 (per style) if registering on-site.  Please make checks payable to 
“USA Wrestling/Kansas.”

Athletes must check with respective state directors regarding 
Southern Plains Kids Regional qualifying procedures.

Colorado, Oklahoma and Missouri Kids & Cadet athletes MUST register 
through their State Director (see listing in flyer).  No individual registrations will 
be accepted from Colorado, Oklahoma or Missouri.  JUNIORS from any state 
are allowed to register online.

INDIVIDUAL AWARDS:  Attractive awards to the top 4 place winners.  
Outstanding Wrestler awarded in the Junior division.

RULES:  The current rules of FILA, with USA Wrestling modifications 
where applicable, will govern the event and the competition.  

UNIFORMS:  Red and blue singlets, or red/blue reversible singlet with 
under briefs are required.  For female athletes, a collegiate or girl’s singlet 
is required and a sleeveless sport top is to be worn under the singlet (no 
T-shirts).  Headgear is required for all competitors in the Kids Divi-
sions.  No two-piece uniforms allowed!

PAIRINGS:  Contestants are randomly drawn by computer.  Wrestlers 
from the same state will be separated.  In the Junior Division, one pool 
will be used for brackets with fewer than six (6) competitors and two pools 
will be employed if there are six (6) or more entrants in any given weight 
class.  In the Kids & Cadet Divisions, the single pool system will be 
employed, according to Southern Plains Region Policy.  Weights with two 
(2) competitors shall wrestle two (2) out of three (3) to determine region 
champion.

COACHING:  WRIST BANDS ARE REQUIRED FOR FLOOR ACCESS.  
Colored wrist bands will be issued for Kids, Cadet and Junior coaches.  
Wrist bands will be available for $10.  

For Kids, Cadet and Girls Freestyle Festival Coaches, floor passes 
will only be issued to those individuals with a current USAW Coaches 
Membership Card and are a minimum USAW NCEP Copper certified.  
For Junior Coaches, floor passes will only be issued to those individu-
als with a current USAW Coaches Membership Card and are a minimum 
USAW NCEP Bronze certified.  
Coaches Membership Cards should be obtained from your state office.  
Two certified coaches maximum allowed in each competitor’s corner.  To 
videotape any match at mat side, the operator must be one of the two 
certified coaches in the corner.  
Only coaches with a current USAW Coaches Membership Card AND 
who are USAW NCEP certified are entitled to free admission (does not 
include floor access).

WEIGH-INS:  All athletes must be present at the BEGINNING of 
weigh-ins!  An athlete competing in two styles may weigh in once for both 
styles.  This is contingent on the athlete actively competing in the first of 
the two wrestling styles scheduled.  Athletes competing in one style 
must weigh in at the official weigh-in for that style.  All athletes must 
be present at BEGINNING of weigh-ins.  Each athlete will be allowed 
two consecutive attempts to make weight and may not leave the weigh-in 
area.  All wrestlers must be dressed in a COMPETITION SINGLET for 
weigh-ins and no weight allowance is given for the singlet.
