The Goal - (1) is to help raise the level of Freestyle and Greco-
Roman coaching throughout the United States; and (2) to build 
a strong network of Freestyle and Greco-Roman coaches in 
the nation. 
 
 What is the Coaches Summer Study? It is a five-day 
Coaches Education Program that will allow coaches to come 
to the U.S. Olympic Training Center in Colorado Springs, CO 
for a workshop covering topics in our different areas: (1) 
Psychology of coaching wrestlers; (2) physiological 
development; (3) Technical development.  
 
Location - All seminars and practices will be held at the U.S. 
Olympic Training Center in Colorado Springs, CO in 
conjunction with the Big Brother / Future Freestyle Programs. 
 
Qualification - The program is designed for coaches that have 
been Bronze Certified.
